The Important Bird Areas, or IBAs, Program is a world-wide effort to identify the 
most important places for bird populations and to focus conservation efforts at 
sites that provide essential breeding, migration, or wintering habitat for one or 
more species of birds.  

  

All Nevada IBAs have met at least one of the  

following criteria to be recognized as an IBA:   

§ Sites important to NV species of concern   

§ Sites harboring species restricted to unique  

     and/or threatened habitat types 

§ Sites where significant numbers of birds 
     congregate  

§ Sites supporting long-term avian research  

§ Sites providing outstanding educational  
     opportunities

The NV IBA Program focuses on addressing habitat concerns or threats. 

Some threats to the habitat are critical to the IBAs.  

Issues such as habitat fragmentation and habitat loss caused by development,     

invasive plants, catastrophic events (e.g. flood or fire), and environmental       

contaminants contribute to a majority of the Programôs work.  Numerous activities 

are conducted throughout the state to  address these issues.  Activities include   

restoration, clean-up, invasive plant  management, and public outreach.  The    

Program relies heavily on volunteerism to conduct these vital activities in our    

effort to protect, conserve, and restore  important bird habitat.
